Information on the

New Federal Law that Affects All Commercial Pools
Due to concerns about drain entfrapment, which has resulted in deaths, Congress
has signed a new law, the Virginia Graeme Baker Pool and Spa Safety Act. This
act makes law new standards that regulate pool and spa drains and suction
systems. The law takes effect on December 20, 2008. The law affects all pools and
spas accessible by the public. According to the law, no commercial pool may
open or operate unless it has complied with the law’s requirements.

What are the primary requirements of the law?

All public pool and drain covers must be replaced with new covers that are
certified to the new ASME standard. (ASME A112.19.8 — 2007)

Pools require DUAL main drains, more than 3' apart or a drain that qualifies
under the new code as “unblockable.” If a pool has only a SINGLE main
drain, additional protection is required. This required protection can be
provided with the installation of a Safety Vacuum Release System (SVRS).

Since my pool is already built, is it excluded from this law?

No. All commercially operated public pools must be in compliance as of
December 20, 2008 to operate.

What should | do now?
